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Whacky YUM Dinger!

For recreational bass anglers, one of the biggest 

decisions they face is what color bait is the right 

color bait and when is the best time to fish that 

color. 

In the Northeast, from the St. Lawrence to the 

Potomac in the south, from the Allegheny to the 

Delaware -- and all rivers and lakes in between -- 

what works one place is almost always going to 

work at another. All that is needed is finding the 

right color for the bait being fished. 

Then again, anglers may want to follow the 

formula that always seems to work for my wife, 

Betty, when we spend time at Caiger’s fishing 

our favourite spots on the St. Lawrence River. 

Rather than fret, she relies on presentation and 

location to get some impressive results. 

Both of us are big fans of YUM Baits for bass, 

and if we used just two of the soft, scented baits 

it would be the YUM Dinger for worm fishing 

and the YUM Frog for top-water fishing. Of 

course, nearly every YUM bait pattern is in our 

boat, but what makes the Dinger so popular is it 

can be rigged to fish as everything from a 

jerkbait to a jig to weedless to Whacky. 

My wife uses everything from black and various 

shades of brown to white, green and even purple. 

If the bag is open and within reach, her believe is 

it will catch a hungry St. Lawrence bass. 

On last summer’s trip to Caiger’s, she used such 

an approach to take a fish that stood up as our 

“lunker” for the year. Ignoring my advice to go 

with chartreuse, she Whacky rigged a white 

Dinger and began working a pool of deep water. 

No sooner had the worm began its fall then she 

felt a hit. Closing the bail, she reeled up the 

slack, made sure the fish was there and set the 

hook.  Moments later, I was manning the net, and 

bringing into the boat a 4.2-pound largemouth 

bass. After photographing her and releasing the 

bass, I went back to fishing – with a white 

Dinger.
